A World in Debt 
Is there any hope? 



ut up these lights in the middle of 

summer and people will hardly notice. 

At this time of year they delight little 

children and older folk alike. Light breaking into 

darkness has a cheering effect. Darkness we 

associate with gloom, uncertainty and fear. 

Light signals life, confidence and gladness. 

The Bible says that when people ignore or turn 

away from God they head off into darkness. 

They can’t see the way and don’t know where 

they are going. Gloom, despondency and fear 

soon surround them. Some 700 years before 

Jesus was born, God’s spokesman Isaiah said of 

people who would not listen to God: 

They will look towards the earth and see only 

distress and darkness and fearful gloom, and 

they will be thrust into utter darkness.1 

Many are feeling the pinch this Christmas. 

Some are out of work or have pensions that are 

not worth what they were, or their savings 

have shrunk. There’s not much sign of things 

getting better. Perhaps you have reasons like 

that for feeling down this Christmas. 

But the worst kind of darkness is in our hearts, 

when life just seems a big let-down and we 

cannot find our way to God. But whatever our 

circumstances, we don’t have to be in the 

dark—there is hope. Having warned the people 

that they were heading into the dark, Isaiah 

predicted that things would not always be like 

that. He spoke of a time when it would be said, 

The people walking in darkness have seen a 

great light; on those living in the land of the 

shadow of death a light has dawned.2 

This wasn’t a matter of putting up lights in the 

High Street, plugging them in and switching on. 

Isaiah was talking about a light that would 

come in the form of a person—God’s chosen 

king who would be born into the world like us. 

This king will set up and rule over a perfect 

society. In his kingdom all the things that make 

this world dark will be banished for ever. Finally 

there will be peace and justice everywhere. At 

last all people will live and behave only in a way 

that is right and good. 

This king is Jesus Christ, the Son of God. The 

Bible says that when he was born, some two 

thousand years ago, he brought light and life to 

the world. That light is the light of truth and 

certainty about God and about the world. That 

life means being alive to God and knowing him 

in a way that goes on for ever. Jesus said, 

I am the light of the world. Whoever follows me 

will never walk in darkness, but will have the 

light of life.3 

Jesus is able to offer this gift of light and life to 

us, because he died to take the punishment for 

all his people’s sins. He then rose from the 

dead, showing that the job was done and had 

been signed-off by God. As a result everyone 

who turns from their own way and believes in 

Jesus as Lord and Saviour receives the light of 

eternal life. Jesus promised: 

I have come into the world as a light, so that 

no-one who believes in me should stay in 

darkness.4 

Why stay in the world’s darkness—confused, 

uncertain and hopeless—when you can have 

the light of God through Jesus Christ this 

Christmas? He is at the centre of Christmas. 

Without him there would be no Christmas, no 

reason to switch on the lights and no hope for 

the future.
